Whereas the Metis Nation of Saskatchewan has been operating under the
principles of decentralization and grassroots involvement.

And Whereas the Metis Nation of Saskatchewan declared Metis self—
government in December 1993, which includes developing Local and
Regional self—government initiatives.

And Whereas for the past five years the Pathways training and employment
program was operated under the decentralization and grassroots
principles as an Affiliate, at the provincial and Regional/Area levels
as part of Metis self-government.

And Whereas the training and employment program has been extended for
another three years, with a greater degree of self-government for our
people and institutions in conformity with the Liberal Red Book.

Be it Further Resolved That the amendments to “Schedule A” of draft #6
of the Regional Bilateral Agreement, as submitted by Northern Region II
Presidents’ Council and its Methy Pathways Board, are hereby adopted,
and all necessary changes to draft #6 be made to reflect this decision,
along with the incorporation documents of Metis Employment and Training
of Saskatchewan Inc. (METSI), which must reflect that it is an Affiliate
of the Metis Nation of Saskatchewan.

ARTICLE 2: METIS NATION LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY

9.1. a) The Metis Nation Legislative Assembly shall have the
authority to remove any member of the Provincial Metis
Council for the following reasons:

i) Acting in a manner that is contrary to the Metis
Nation of Saskatchewan Constitution.

ii) Acting in a manner that is contrary to the Oath
of Allegiance of the Metis Nation of
Saskatchewan. AND,

iii) Upon his or her inability to perform his or her
functions due to incarceration.

b) The vote for removal must have the support of
three—quarters of the Metis Nation Legislative
Assembly members present, providing a quorum is
present.

c) Such removal by the Metis Nation Legislative
Assembly shall be final and binding.

MOTION #11: CONSTITUTIONAL NDZ’NT

To accept the proposed additions of Subsection 12: Assembly of
Representatives to the structure of Article 5: Regions.

SUBSECTION 12: ASSEMBLY OF REPRESENTATIVES

1. The Assembly of representatives shall be the supreme body
for the region.

2. All decisions made by the Assembly of Representatives shall
be final and binding on the Regional Council and the Area
Director.

3. All legislative powers shall be vested in the Assembly of
Representatives.

4. The members of the Assembly of Representatives shall be
chosen every third year by the Metis citizens of each
respective region.

5. Assembly representatives shall be chosen by each
local/community on the following basis;
a) 4 delegates for every 100 members.
b) Every community/Local shall have at least 4 delegates

to the Assembly of Representatives.
6. The actual enumeration of Metis to ascertain how many

delegates each local shall get shall be done in the 1st 6
months after subsection 12 is ratified.

7. When a vacancy occurs in the Assembly of representatives the
executive of the local/community shall issue a notice of
election to fill the vacancy.
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• 8. The Assembly of Representatives shall elect a VICE CHAIR for
each respective region;
a) In the case of death or resignation of the Area

Director, the regional council will choose an interim
Area Director which will have to receive assent from
the Assembly of Representatives.

9. The Assembly of Representatives shall assemble once every
4th month.

10. A majority of the Assembly of Representatives shall
constitute a quorum to do business.

11. The Assembly of Representatives shall determine and enact
the rules of it’s proceedingss, punish its members for
disorderly behaviour, and with the concurrence of two thirds
of the Assembly of Representatives shall expel a member of
the Assembly of Representatives.

12. The Assembly of Representatives shall elect a SECRETARY from
its members who record in a journal the proceeding of the
Assembly. One copy of the proceedings shall be sent to the
Metis Nation Head Office, Regional Head Office, nd one copy
retained by the Secretary of the Assembly of
Representatives.

13. The Assembly of Representatives shall elect a TREASURER from
its members.
• The Treasurer shall make yearly reports to the

Assembly of Representatives.
• The Treasurer shall review and scrutinize the

financial records of all regional affiliates and may
make the necessary recommendations to the Assembly of
Representatives.

• A yearly statement and account of the receipts and the
expenditures of all public money shall be presented to
the Assembly of Representatives.

14. The Assembly of Representatives shall establish a Judicial
commission consisting of three representatives from the
Urban community and three from the rural communities.
• The power of the judicial committee shall extend to

all issues brought before them and shall be final and
binding. The right of appeal to the Assembly of
Representatives and to the Metis legislative assembly
shall be respected.

• All decisions made by the Judicial committee shall be
recorded with one copy sent to the Metis Nation Head
Office, Regional Head Office, and a copy kept with the
Judicial Committee.

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MOTION #12: CONSTITUTIONAL .LNDMENT

To accept proposed addition of an Article 17: Principles of the Metis
Nation.

ARTICLE 17: PRINCIPLES OF THE METIS NATION

We the citizens of the Metis Nation recognizes;

• The Inherent dignity to equal and rights which can never be
taken away from Metis people is the foundation of freedom,
justice, and peace in the Metis Nation.

• The ideal of all Metis enjoying civil and political freedom
can only be achieved if conditions are created whereby
everyone may enjoy their civil, political rights, economic,
social and cultural rights.

• The promotion of universal respect for and observance of the
collective and individual rights and freedoms of all Metis.

• Realize that the Metis individual, having duties to other
Metis individuals and to the Metis community to which they
belong, is under a responsibility to strive for the
promotion and observance of all Metis rights.

Therefore we the citizens of the Metis Nation agree to the following
articles;

1. All Metis have the right to self determination. By virtue
of that right we the citizens of the Metis Nation will
freely determine our political status and freely pursue our
economic, social and cultural development.

2. The Metis Nation of Saskatchewan undertakes to respect and
ensure to all individuals within the nation and subject to
its jurisdiction the rights without distinction of any kind
such as race, color, sex, language, religion, political or
other opinions.

3. To ensure that any Metis person whose rights or freedoms as
herein recognized are violated shall have an effective
remedy.

4. To ensure that any person claiming such a remedy shall have
their right thereto determined by competent judicial,
administrative or legislative authorities of the Metis
Nation of Saskatchewan.

5. To ensure the competent authorities as enacted by the Metis
Nation of Saskatchewan shall enforce such remedies when
granted.

6. The Metis Nation undertakes to ensure the equal right of men
and women to the enjoy all civil and political rights set
forth in these articles.

7. Every Metis citizen shall have the right to liberty of
movement and freedom to choose their residence.

8. No Metis person in the Metis Nation of Saskatchewan shall be
deprived of the right to join a local in the community which
they reside.

9. All persons shall be equal before the tribunals, committee’s
or the Metis Legislative Assembly in the termination of any
issue which they are charged with. Every Metis person shall
be entitled to a fair and public hearing by a competent,
independent and impartial tribunal established by the Metis
Legislative Assembly.
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10. Any Metis person shall have adequate time to prepare their
defense.

11. All issue’s will be processed without undue delay.
12. At any public hearing or Tribunal all Metis involved shall

be tried in their presence, and shall have the right to
defend themselves or appoint legal assistance own of their
choosing.

13. No Metis person shall be subject to arbitrary or unlawful
interference with their privacy, family, home or
correspondence, nor to unlawful attacks on their honour or
reputation.

14. Every Metis person shall have the right to freedom of
thought, conscience and religion.

15. No Metis person shall be subject to coercion that would
impair their freedom to have or adopt a belief of their
choice.

16. The Metis Nation of Saskatchewan shall have respect for the
liberty of parents or guardians to ensure the moral
education of their children is in conformity with their own
convictions.

17. Everyone shall the to hold opinions without interference.
18. Everyone shall have the right to freedom of expression.

This right shall include the freedom to seek, receive and
import information and ideas of all kinds either in writing
or print, in the form of art, or through any media of their
choice.

19. The rights outlined in paragraph 18 carry special duties and
responsibilities, such as the respect for the rights and
reputation of others.

20. The right of Metis people to assemble and organize at the
community level peacefully shall be recognized.

21. Every Metis person shall have the right to freedom of
association.

22. No restrictions may be placed on the exercise of this right
other than those prescribed by the Assembly of
representatives which are necessary to protect the interestsof the Metis Nation.

23. The family is the natural and fundamental group of the Metis
nation and is entitled to protection by the Nation.

24. Every child shall have without discrimination as to race,
color, sex, language, the right to such measures of
protection as are required by their status as a minor, on
the part of their family, or the Metis Nation.

25. Every child borne of a Metis person shall be registered
immediately.

26. Every Metis child has the right to acquire a nationality.27. Every Metis person has the right to:
• Take part in the conduct of public affairs, directly

or through freely chosen representatives.
• To vote and to be elected to the Assembly of

representatives or to the local which shall be
universal and equal suffrage and shall be held by
secret ballot which guarantee’s the free expression of
the will of the electors.

• To have access to public services in Westerns Region
2A.

28. All persons are equal and entitled to protection by the
Metis Nation of Saskatchewan.

2. The power of the Provincial Judicial committee shall extend
to all issues brought before them and shall be final and
binding. The right of a final APPEAL to the Metis
Legislative Assembly shall be respected.

3. All decisions made by the Provincial Judicial Committee
shall be recorded with one copy sent to the Metis Nation
Head Office, and a coy retained with the Provincial Judicial
Committee.

4. The Provincial Judicial Committee shall;
• Allow any Metis person the time to prepare an adequate

defense.
• All issue’s will be processed without undue delay.
• At any sitting of the Judicial Committee all Metis

shall be tried in their presence, and shall have the
right to defend themselves or appoint legal assistance
of their own choosing.
