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plus de 500 Canadiens longeaient les & rives de ia Saskatchewan
sud, en direction de Batoche, ou ils devaient attaquer Riel. A la
coulée de Fish Creek, les 350 hommes de l'aile droite se heurtérent
a4 un détachement dissimulé de 200 Métis et Amérindiens dirigés
par Gabriel Dumont. Aprés avoir soutenu en vain une journée
de durs combats, Dumont se retira. Il avait perdu six hommes.
De son coté, Middleton en perdit 55, de sorte qu‘il dut retarder
sa marche de deux semaines afin d’attendre des renforts.

On the morning of April 24, 1885, Major - General F. D. Middleton
and over 500 Canadian troops were moving north along both
banks of the South Saskatchewan to attack Riel’s headquarters at
Batoche. At Fish Creek coulee the 350 men of the right column
encountered a concealed force of some 200 Métis and Indians
led by Gabriel Dumont. After a day of heavy but inconclusive
fighting Dumont withdrew with six casualties. Middleton, whose
own casualties numbered 55, was forced to delay his advance
for two weeks while he awaited reinforcements.
