Born around 1785, Boucher waspro’älyëidit of the renç1ilflIiiiäV Pierre. Boucher,who, had been overnor of_jyi e, ue., more than a cen-’tury earlier. But young Jean-Baptiste had the disadvantage of being aMetis, son of a Cree mother, and aFrench father.
In the rigid social class system ofearly Canada, the label of “half-breed” would end any man’s ambitions. But Boucher rejected ilmita.tions in every area of life.Denied the title of Chief Factor inthe Hudson’s Bay Company, he did afactor’s job, was given a house of hisown, and became the first Canadianto strike

of the HENRYs of the region. John IMEOE’F became a Catholic and was
baptized in the Holy-Family church, Bathurst, on April 5 1873, at

the age of 85 years. Charlotte BAKER, John IMHOF’F’s wife, died at

South-Tetagouche on June 18 1893, at the age of 91 years.
